title, is not eligible.
e Artwork created by generative Artificial Intelligence (Al), either partially or
completely, is not eligible.
e Computerized graphics will not be accepted.

Judging
All entries must be delivered to the judging area no later than 2pm. The judging will
be of artwork only.
